	Physical Development
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	Children will:
· Continue to develop their fine motor skills through activities such as using tweezers and taking part in daily dough disco routines.
· Have the opportunity to use one handed tools and equipment for example scissors to make snips in paper with. (A supervised activity)
· Continue to develop their dressing skills.
· Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
Children will continue to have a weekly P.E lessons on a Monday, Wednesday and a Friday morning as the EYFS children come to school in their PE Kits they do not need to wear anything different. On a rotation we have a PE session, a dance session and a parachute play session.

	Children will:
· Begin to understand about feelings. 
· Be given opportunities to talk about their feelings using words like happy, sad, angry or worried. 
· Be encouraged to understand how others may be feeling.   

	Literacy

	Children will:
· Be exposed to and given the opportunity to engage in extended conversations around stories. 
· Children will hear and learn new vocabulary. 
· When mark making children will be encouraged to give a meaning to the marks that they make.  

	Mathematics

	Children will:
· Be given the opportunity to solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5. For example, counting how many children are at the snack table, how many cups do they need. What if they aren’t given enough cups? How many more do they need.
