· Be given daily opportunities to develop their use of a wider range of vocabulary.

	Physical Development
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	Children will:
· Given opportunities to match their developing physical skills to tasks and activities both inside and outside. 
· Provision will allow children time to practice using a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils. Children may be showing a preference for a dominant hand
Children in nursery come to school every day in the school PE kit, this allows us to practice our physical skills as much as possible. On a rotation throughout the week, we have a PE session, a dance session and a parachute play session. 

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

	Children will:
· Continue to increase their independence when using resources and activities in the room.
· Learn about kind choices. They will think about how to resolve conflict and the importance of saying sorry, developing assertiveness and talking with others. 
· Play with one or more other children, extending and elaborating play ideas. 

	Literacy

	Children will:
· Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can:
           - spot and suggest rhymes
           - count or clap syllables in a word
           - recognise words with the same initial letter sound, such as 
           money and mother
· Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing.
· Practice mark-making their name on pieces of artwork. 

	Mathematics

	Children will:
· Talk about and identify the patterns around them and use informal language like ‘pointy’, ‘spotty’, ‘blobs’ etc.
· Have the opportunity to practice ABAB patterns which will then lead them to be able to notice and correct an error in repeating patterns.  
Our Preschool children will start to explore the White Rose Maths scheme of learning. 

	Understanding the World

	Children will:
· Learn about what happens during the different seasons.
· Learn and talk about the places that penguins and polar bears live.
· Go on a winter walk with magnifying glasses up the secret bank.

	Expressive Arts and Design

	Children will:
· Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds’ with blocks and construction toys. 
· Be given opportunities to practice their mark making and drawing skills to allow them to develop the ability to draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as drawing a face
