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	Salvation: Why do Christians call the day Jesus died ‘Good Friday’?
As we journey through this half term, we will look closely at The Holy Week. We will look at key vocabulary like salvation, crucifixion, resurrection and Easter. The children will use this vocabulary to answer the topic question ‘Why do Christians call the day Jesus died ‘Good Friday’? 

Holy Week commemorates Jesus' last days and crucifixion. Holy Week leads up to the celebration of Easter Sunday – the day Christians celebrate Jesus rising from the dead.
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	Book focus: Escape From Pompeii
The eruption of Mount Vesuvius in AD 79 destroyed Pompeii, but some people must have survived. Taking this historical event as a starting point, this story tells of Tranio, an actor's son, and his friend Livia, the baker's daughter, as they witness the destruction of their beloved city.

We will use our class text as inspiration for our own writing. We will be writing a setting description, a persuasive leaflet and an informal letter to build on our knowledge of co-ordinating and subordinating conjunctions, expanded noun phrases and a range of punctuation to help extend our writing. We will also be looking at the use of paragraphs to format our writing and help us to organise our ideas.

Ongoing throughout this term we will be focussing in on spelling, punctuation and handwriting. Please help your child to practise these skills at home. There will be weekly homework to help with either handwriting, grammar and/or reading.

	Reading
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	We will be continuing to explore key reading skills. We will use our Pawsome Reading Gang to help us along the way. These skills include:
· Vocabulary – Looking at what the word means.
· Inference – Use clues in the text to help you.
· Predicting – What may happen next?
· Retrieval – Finding facts and key details.
· Sequencing – Putting events in order
· Summarising- Finding the main points.
· Comparing/ Contrasting- commentating on what is happening and discussing the content.

We will continue our SQUIRT (Silent/ Quiet Uninterrupted Independent Reading Time) sessions. We have loved having this dedicated time to read for pleasure in our new engaging environment.

	Geography
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	Why do people live near volcanoes?
In this exciting topic, children learn that the Earth is constructed in layers, and the crust is divided into tectonic plates. They study the formation and distribution of mountains, volcanoes and earthquakes and use Mount Etna to identify how human interaction shapes a volcanic landscape.
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	Mechanisms - Making a moving monster.
Identify the correct terms for levers, linkages and pivots. 
Analyse popular toys with the correct terminology. 
Create functional linkages that produce the desired input and output motions. 
Design monsters suitable for children, which satisfy most of the design criteria. 
Evaluate their two designs against the design criteria, using this information and the feedback of their peers to choose their best design. 
Select and assemble materials to create their planned monster features. 
Assemble the monster to their linkages without affecting their functionality.

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	Data and information – Branching databases
