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	Children will:
· Continue to develop their fine motor skills through activities such as using tweezers and taking part in daily dough disco routines.
· Continue to develop their dressing skills.
· Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.

	Children will:
· Continue to increase their independence when using resources and activities in the room.
· Learn about kind choices. They will think about how to resolve conflict and the importance of saying sorry, developing assertiveness, and talking with others. 
· Play with one or more other children, extending and elaborating play ideas. 

	Literacy

	Children will:
· Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can:

	Mathematics

· Talk about and explore shapes using informal and mathematical language: sides, corners, straight, flat and round.
· Combine shapes to make new ones.
· Make comparisons between objects relating to size, weight and capacity.
· Use shapes appropriately for construction.
