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	School Values 
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Here at St Thomas’ we fulfil our mission of ‘Learning for Life with Jesus’ at every opportunity. Underpinning this are our 5 school values of: thankfulness, fairness, trust, celebration and forgiveness. 

This half term we will focus on the value of Trust 
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	Belief in moral values: Does belief in Akhirah (after life) help Muslims to lead good lives? 
In RE, Year 6 will be learning about the 5 pillars of Islam and how Muslims use them to help them lead a good life. We will be discussing ‘just’ wars and ‘holy’ wars and reflecting on each of these, encouraging the children to discuss these themes with maturity.   

	Writing
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In writing, the children will be continuing to work on building a range of language devices in order to develop their writing style. This will include: 
· The use of more advanced punctuation (semi-colons, brackets, colons)
· Extending sentences by adding fronted adverbials and relative clauses
· Developing their understanding of the difference between and main clause and a subordinate clause so they can manipulate the order of sentences.
· Exploring language choices and ensuring they are appropriate for the audience of that genre
· Looking at the features of persuasive writing and biographies. 

Using ‘The Lost happy endings’ as inspiration, we will focus on descriptive writing. Later in the term we will explore features of a biography. 

	Reading

	This half term we will be exploring ‘The Lost happy endings’. We will be using our inference and retrieval skills to answer questions. 
As well as exploring our new text, children will also be exposed to many fiction, non-fiction and poetry texts to build up their stamina and comprehension.

	Maths
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This half term we will be revising topics taught so for this year. During all the topics, we will continue to focus on both fluency, problem solving and reasoning questions to ensure the children develop a deep understanding of the concepts. 
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	This half term children will continue to learn about Diet, drugs and lifestyle.
Children will explore how lifestyle choices affect our health. They will also identify ways to reduce their negative impact.

	Geography



	This half term we will be continuing to learn all about population. We will then move on to learning in depth about where our energy comes from. Children will describe the significance of energy and give examples of sources of energy and their trading routes.
