	Hindu Beliefs - How can Brahman be in everything and everywhere?

As we journey through this half term, we will look closely at Hindu Beliefs. Looking closely at Brahman. The children will be learning to understand the Hindu belief that there is one God with many different aspects. By the end of the unit children should be able to describe what a Hindu might believe about one of the Hindu gods and start to understand that Brahman is in everything. 
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	Book focus: Romans on the rampage  
This half term, we are enjoying the hilarious and action-packed novel Romans on the Rampage by Jeremy Strong. Set in ancient Roman times, the story follows a boy named Perilus and his rather unusual pet, a talking raven called Croakbag. Together, they find themselves caught up in a madcap adventure filled with chariot racing, gladiators and plenty of mischief! 
The book is a fun and accessible way for children to learn about Roman life and history while enjoying Jeremy Strong’s trademark humour and fast-paced storytelling. As we read, we’ll be exploring character development, humour in writing and historical context. All while having lots of laughs along the way! 
We will use our class text as inspiration for our own writing. We will be building on our work on co-ordinating and subordinating conjunctions to help extend our writing. We will also be looking at the use of paragraphs to format our writing and help us to organise our ideas. 
Ongoing throughout this term we will be focussing in on spelling, punctuation and handwriting. Please help your child to practise these skills at home. There will be weekly homework to help with both grammar and reading. 


	Reading
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	We will be continuing to explore key reading skills. We will use our Pawsome Reading Gang to help us along the way. These skills include:
· Vocabulary – Looking at what the word means.
· Inference – Use clues in the text to help you.
· Predicting – What may happen next?
· Retrieval – Finding facts and key details.
· Sequencing – Putting events in order
· Summarising- Finding the main points.
· Comparing/ Contrasting- commentating on what is happening and discussing the content.

We will continue our SQUIRT (Silent/ Quiet Uninterrupted Independent Reading Time) sessions. We have loved having this dedicated time to read for pleasure in our new engaging environment.
