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	School Values 
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Here at St Thomas’ we fulfil our mission of ‘Learning for Life with Jesus’ at every opportunity. Underpinning this are our 5 school values of: thankfulness, fairness, trust, celebration and forgiveness. 

This half term we will focus on the value of Celebration
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	Belief in moral values: Does belief in Akhirah (after life) help Muslims to lead good lives? 
In RE, Year 6 will be learning about the 5 pillars of Islam and how Muslims use them to help them lead a good life. We will be discussing ‘just’ wars and ‘holy’ wars and reflecting on each of these, encouraging the children to discuss these themes with maturity.   

	Writing
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	In writing, the children will continue to work on building a range of language devices in order to develop their writing style. This will include: 
· The use of more advanced punctuation (semi-colons, brackets, colons)
· Extending sentences by adding fronted adverbials and relative clauses
· Developing their understanding of the difference between a main clause and a subordinate clause so they can manipulate the order of sentences.
· Exploring language choices and ensuring they are appropriate for the audience of that genre
· Exploring features of explanation texts
· Creating our own narrative poetry

This half term we will explore a text by Michael Morpurgo called ‘Beowulf’.


	Reading
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	This half term we will continue reading ‘Beowulf’. We will be using our inference and retrieval skills to answer questions. 
As well as exploring ‘Beowulf’, children will also be exposed to many fiction, non-fiction and poetry texts to build up their stamina and comprehension.


	Maths
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	During this half term, children will complete projects in maths, putting all of their skills into practice completing problem solving activities. Children will also be taught financial literacy, preparing them for real-life situations involving spending, budgeting, and saving.
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	This half term children will learn explore the impacts of diet, drugs and lifestyle on overall body health. They will make links to learning in the previous circulatory system block as much as possible to identify how diet can have positive or negative effects on the heart.

	Geography 



	This half term in Geography the focus will be  ‘Can I carry out an independent fieldwork inquiry?’
Children will:
Give examples of issues in the local area.
Identify questions to be asked to find the relevant data.
Justify which data collection method is most suitable.
Design an accurate data collection template.
Identify areas along a route that are best for data collection.
Discuss how to mediate potential risks.
Collect data at points located on an OS map.
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	Escher- Illusion, Pattern & Perspective
Children will:
Explore the artwork of M.C. Escher and understand optical illusions 
Understand and create tessellations inspired by Escher
Explore perspective and create simple illusion drawings
