	Book focus: William Grill – Shackleton’s journey.  
 
In English this half term, we will focus on a new book, Shackleton’s Journey by William Grill, which links beautifully to our exploration of resilience and adventure, as well as our geography topic on who lives in Antarctica. This captivating text tells the incredible true story of Ernest Shackleton’s Antarctic expedition, bringing history to life through stunning illustrations and engaging storytelling. As we read, we will delve into themes of leadership, perseverance, and teamwork while developing our comprehension and writing skills. Through discussions, creative activities, and immersive writing tasks, the children will be inspired by Shackleton’s determination and the extraordinary challenges he and his crew faced. 

The children will explore the themes of adventure, exploration and resilience through a range of writing activities. They will create a persuasive job advertisement to recruit a new explorer for Shackleton’s expedition, write a formal letter describing the experiences and challenges of the journey, and produce a narrative retelling focused on adventure and mystery. Throughout these units, children will develop their vocabulary, sentence structure and writing skills for different purposes and audiences.



	Reading
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	We will be continuing to explore key reading skills. We will use our Pawsome Reading Gang to help us along the way. These skills include:
· Vocabulary – Looking at what the word means.
· Inference – Use clues in the text to help you.
· Predicting – What may happen next?
· Retrieval – Finding facts and key details.
· Sequencing – Putting events in order
· Summarising- Finding the main points.
· Comparing/ Contrasting- commentating on what is happening and discussing the content.

We will continue our SQUIRT (Silent/ Quiet Uninterrupted Independent Reading Time) sessions. We have loved having this dedicated time to read for pleasure in our new engaging environment.

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	Plants
In this new and exciting topic, children explore the different parts of a plant and their functions. 
• Identify and describe the functions of different parts of flowering plants: roots, stem/trunk, leaves and flowers 
•  Explore the requirements of plants for life and growth (air, light, water, nutrients from soil, and room to grow) and how they vary from plant to plant 
•  Investigate the way in which water is transported within plants 
•  Explore the part that flowers play in the life cycle of flowering plants, including pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal. 




	Geography 
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	Our geography topic for this half term is "Who Lives in Antarctica?" 
We will explore the unique environment of Antarctica and learn how latitude and longitude influence its climate. The children will examine the physical and human features of the polar region, including its extreme weather conditions, wildlife, and research stations. They will also study the impact of exploration, with a focus on the famous journey of Ernest Shackleton, considering the challenges faced by early explorers and how Antarctica is used today. Through maps, discussions, and investigations, the children will develop a deeper understanding of this fascinating and remote part of the world.
