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	What is my child learning in Year 4…
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	School Values 
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	Our Gospel value this half term is Celebration.
In Year 4, we will be thinking about the importance of celebration — both in joyful moments and in recognising the achievements of ourselves and others. We will explore how celebrating together brings us closer as a community and helps us to appreciate the gifts God has given us. In our class worship, we will read stories and Bible verses that show how people in the Bible celebrated their faith, milestones, and blessings. Together, we will reflect on how we can bring celebration into our everyday lives — by encouraging one another, sharing good news, and giving thanks. We will also link our learning about celebration to the principles of our Rights Respecting Schools, recognising how acknowledging each other's successes and joys helps build a positive, respectful, and uplifting environment.

	RE
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	Kingdom of God – When Jesus left, what was the impact? (Pentecost)
In Year 4, we will explore what happened after Jesus returned to heaven and the impact of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. We will discuss the question, "When Jesus left, what was the impact?" by learning how the disciples were transformed and empowered to share the Good News. Through stories, discussions, and activities, we will examine how the coming of the Holy Spirit helped build the early Church and spread the message of God’s Kingdom. We will reflect on what it means to be part of the Kingdom of God today — how we can live with courage, love, and a sense of purpose. We will also consider how the Holy Spirit continues to inspire Christians to serve others and make a positive difference in the world.

	English
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	Book Focus:
In English this half term, we will be focusing on a new book, The Egyptian Cinderella by Shirley Climo. This captivating story is a unique twist on the classic Cinderella tale, set in ancient Egypt. It follows the journey of Rhodopis, a slave girl who overcomes challenges and finds her way to happiness. The children will be enchanted by the rich setting and fascinating characters, and I know they will enjoy exploring this fun story! 
 
 Writing
This half term in writing, the children will focus on enhancing their use of language devices to connect and develop their ideas. They will begin by writing a This half term in writing, the children will explore a range of text types linked to their Ancient Egypt topic. They will begin by studying and writing playscripts based on Egyptian Cinderella, focusing on dialogue, stage directions, and character interactions. Following this, they will research and create a non-chronological report about Ancient Egypt, developing their ability to organise information clearly using headings, subheadings, and factual language. The children will also enjoy exploring poetry through limericks and haikus, drawing inspiration from Loopy Limericks by John Foster as they experiment with rhythm, rhyme, and descriptive language.

	Reading
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	This half term in reading, we will continue to build and strengthen our reading skills. The children will engage with a range of texts, practising key skills such as understanding vocabulary, making predictions, drawing inferences, retrieving information, and summarising main ideas. Through guided reading sessions, we will focus on approaching various types of questions with confidence, helping to lay a solid foundation for their ongoing development as readers.

	Maths
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	Maths
In Maths this half term, Year 4 will focus on the following topics:
Decimals: Children will develop their understanding of tenths and hundredths, learning how to recognise, compare, and order decimal numbers. They will make connections between decimals and fractions and use number lines and place value knowledge to support their understanding.
Money: The children will build confidence in using pounds and pence, converting between different amounts and solving a range of real-life money problems. They will practise adding and subtracting amounts of money, calculating change, and applying their mathematical skills in practical contexts.
Position and Direction: The children will describe positions on a grid using coordinates and learn how to plot points in the first quadrant. They will also develop an understanding of movement through translations and begin to use directional language such as clockwise, anticlockwise, and degrees of turn. Through practical activities, they will explore how position and direction are used in everyday life and strengthen their spatial reasoning skills.
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	This half term in Science, we will continue to focus on:
Digestive System: We will be learning about the digestive system, discovering how the body breaks down food and absorbs nutrients. The children will explore the roles of different organs and carry out practical investigations to model the digestive process.


	History
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	History
Our topic for the half term is "What were the significant achievements of the Ancient Egyptians?" We will explore the remarkable achievements of the Ancient Egyptians, including their advancements in architecture, writing, and daily life. The children will learn about the construction of the pyramids and other notable contributions of Ancient Egyptian civilisation. Through a variety of activities, we will uncover how these achievements have impacted history and continue to influence our world today. 
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	This term, our art lessons will be an exciting exploration of Egyptian scrolls, which ties in perfectly with our history topic on Ancient Egypt. The pupils will have the opportunity to learn about the significance of scrolls in ancient Egyptian culture and how they were used to document important events and stories. Through this, they will develop their artistic skills by creating their own scrolls, inspired by the symbols, hieroglyphs, and imagery of Ancient Egypt. This cross-curricular approach will deepen their understanding of the fascinating history of this ancient civilization while allowing them to express their creativity.  

	Computing
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	In computing this half term, we will continue to focus on the following units:
In Computing this half term, Year 4 will be developing their programming skills through the unit "Repetition in Games" using Scratch. The children will learn how loops can be used to repeat instructions efficiently and create more effective programs. They will begin by using loops to create shapes before exploring different types of loops and how they can be applied in coding projects. As their confidence grows, they will use animation techniques to make their names move and interact on screen. The children will then apply their knowledge to modify an existing game before designing and creating their own games. Throughout the unit, they will develop their understanding of sequencing, repetition, debugging, and computational thinking while creating engaging and interactive programs.

	French
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	MFL – French and the Eurovision Song Contest
This half term in French, we will link our language learning to the Eurovision Song Contest, using music and culture as a fun and engaging context for developing our skills. The children will explore French-speaking countries that have taken part in Eurovision, learning key facts and vocabulary related to music, performance, and national identity.


	PE
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	This half term in PE, we will continue to focus on rounders and athletics.

In rounders, the children will develop key skills such as batting, bowling, fielding, and running. They will learn how to work as a team, strategise, and improve their coordination to play the game effectively. The children will also focus on teamwork and communication, ensuring they work together to score points and defend their team.

In athletics, the children will have the opportunity to practise a variety of track and field events, including running, jumping, and throwing. They will work on developing speed, strength, and technique while competing in friendly challenges. The focus will be on improving personal bests, supporting one another, and enjoying the process of physical growth and achievement.

Through these activities, the children will build confidence, coordination, and teamwork skills while enhancing their overall fitness and enjoyment of physical activity.
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	Music
This term in Year 4, we will be focusing on adapting and transposing motifs in music. The children will learn what a musical motif is and explore how short melodic or rhythmic ideas can be developed, varied, and transformed. They will experiment with changing motifs by altering pitch, rhythm, dynamics, and instrumentation, and will explore how to transpose motifs to different starting notes or keys.
Through listening, composing, and performing activities, pupils will build their understanding of musical structure and creativity. They will work both independently and in groups to create their own motif-based compositions, learning how to adapt ideas to suit different musical contexts. This unit will help develop their musical vocabulary, improvisation skills, and confidence in performing and composing.

	PSHE
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	PSHRE – Changing Me

This half term, the children will explore the theme of Changing Me, focusing on understanding and embracing change as a natural part of growing up. They will learn about being unique and celebrate the differences that make each person special. 

Children will build confidence in change and develop skills to accept and adapt to new experiences, including preparing for the upcoming transition to the next school year. The lessons will also address environmental change, encouraging pupils to think about how change affects the world around them and how they can play a positive role in caring for the environment.

Through discussions, activities, and reflection, the children will gain a better understanding of themselves and the changes they and others go through, helping them to feel more confident and prepared for the future.
