	Children will:
· Understand and act on longer sentences.
· Be able to express a point of view and to debate when they disagree.
· Start a conversation with an adult or friend and continue it for many turns. 
· Use talk to organise themselves and their play. 

Some of the books we shall be sharing this half term include:
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The preschool children will be exploring two stories through the talk through stories scheme, Tiddler and Aliens Love Underpants. Talk through stories allows us to explore the same story for two weeks, week one focuses on the storya and week two focuses on exploring the vocabulary further. 

	Physical Development
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	Children will:
· Start taking part in some group activities which they make up for themselves or in teams.
· Choose the right resources to carry out their own plan.
· Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
· Spend time taking part in different races to practice for sports day. 
The nursery children wear their PE uniform all week to allow us to take advantage of spontaneous physical activities. On a rotation we have a PE session, a dance session and a parachute play session.

	Children will:
· Select and use activities and resources, with help when needed. This helps them to achieve a goal they have chosen, or one which is suggested to them. 
· Understand gradually how others may be feeling.  

	Literacy

	Children will:
· Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can:
           - spot and suggest rhymes
           - count or clap syllables in a word
           - recognise words with the same initial letter sound, such as 
           money and mother
· Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing.
· Practice mark-making their name on pieces of artwork. 

	Mathematics

	Children will:
· Subitise up to 3. (Recognise a group has 3 objects without counting them)
· Recite numbers past 5.
· Say one number for each item in order 1,2,3,4,5.
· Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total. (The cardinal principle)
The preschool children will continue to access the White Rose Maths Scheme. This will include work on ABAB patterns, showing and representing 5 and matching, sorting and comparing. 

	Understanding the World

	Children will:
· Look at pictures of the seaside and consider what they could do if they were there. 
· Compare seaside holidays to go to other places.
· Look at the ocean and learn about some of the amazing creatures that live in it.
· Consider ways to protect our wonderful world and keep our ocean clean.

	Expressive Arts and Design
